What a fantastic year we’ve had in Reception! It’s been a joy to watch the children thrive
and fully immerse themselves in our wonderful learning spaces, both indoors and out. Our
fabulous outdoor area has been a highlight for many—children have grown in confidence,
mastering the climbing equipment and delighting in exploring how water flows through the
pumps and down the stream. These moments have sparked so much curiosity and creativity!

Inside the classroom, one of our highlights has been the introduction of our new writing
lessons, Drawing Club. Each week, we read a new story or watch a short animation and
then explore imaginative scenarios inspired by book.

We also learnt about farms and the seaside and we then compared these with
Middlesbrough town. Through our work on the town, the farm and the seaside, we
got to do some fantastic writing like a fact file on the town landmarks and a
character description of Harry and Betty in the story ‘The Scarecrows’ Wedding’,
For our character description, we had to make our own scarecrow.

We have loved our dinner times this year with the introduction of OPAL
and we were lucky enough to invite our parents in to school to join in
with the fun. We loved showing our families all the fun activities we can
now do at lunch time and some of us got to play with our little brothers
and sisters on the equipment too.

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This year, Year 4 tackled the Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) with huge confidence! We’ve
worked hard all year to sharpen our times tables knowledge, using games, songs, and quick-fire
quizzes to build speed and accuracy. We’re so proud of the amazing progress every child has
made in their multiplication skills — well done, Year 4!
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Our topic on Ancient Egypt was a real adventure back in time. We discovered the secrets of
mummies, decoded hieroglyphics, and explored the fascinating lives of pharaohs. A special
highlight was our visit from a team at Durham University, who brought artefacts and expert
knowledge to really bring history to life in our classroom.

In Year 6, the children have developed their writing skills across a range of
genres, from creative stories to non-chronological reports and persuasive letters.
One of the highlights was when they applied their knowledge of science,
specifically the circulatory system, to write detailed and informative non-
chronological reports about how the heart works. To bring their writing to life,
they've had some fantastic immersive experiences. For example, when writing
diary entries pretending to be Stanley from Holes, the children spent time
shovelling sand, physically experiencing the tough conditions Stanley faced day
in and day out. Similarly, they built trenches to help them understand the
historical context of their work on World War |. These hands-on activities have
not only enhanced their writing but also deepened their understanding of the
topics they've been exploring. The children have also magpied new vocabulary
from the books they've read, skilfully incorporating these words into their writing.
Some have even shown the potential to be bestselling authors in the future, with
their imaginative ideas and impressive writing abilities.

Ower the year, we've explored a wide range of engaging and meaningful topics including World War |,
World War ll, Railways and America. In our WWl unit, we focused on both history and geography,
created our own trench model, produced expressive artworkinspired by Jacgueline Hurley and learned
games that soldiers played in the trenches. During WWII, we visited Eden Camp, made Waaolton pie
(using our understanding of rationing and seasonal ingredients) and reflected on life during wartime. In
our Railway s topic, we discovered how local developments contributed to global progress and even
designed and built our own motor-controlled trains with switches in DT. While studying America, we
explored the geography of Morth and South America and created Andy Warhol-inspired pop art. Most
recently, we began learning about Ernest Shackleton and his enduring legacy. Throughout the year, we
also celebrated Black History Manth, learning about the contributions of Black soldiers and how their
stories have been shaped by society. During Women's History Month, we explored the role of women
in WWll, including a remarkable female spy, highlighting the importance of recognising women's vital
yet often underrepresented wartime efforts. All of our class assemblies showcased the children's
learning beautifully, with each pupil taking responsibility for sharing their knowledge and presenting
with confidence and pride. Some children even went above and beyond by applying their learning to
tasks at home, showing great independence, enthusiasm and a real passion for their subjects.
